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As many as 383 students were awarded degrees in various
disciplines at the 14th convocation of Ziauddin University held
at Expo Center on Thursday.

VitalStim Therapy is a specialized form of neuromuscular
electrical stimulation (NMES) designed to freat swallowing
disorders through muscle re-education.

The VitalStim Therapy System is a non-invasive, external
electrical stimulation therapy approved by the Food and
Drug Administration in 2002 for the treatment of dysphagia
with application on the anterior neck.
